¢ With an outside wall behind the thermostat

¢ |n areas that do not require conditioning

¢ Where there are dead spots or drafts (in corners or behind doors)

e Where appliances could radiate heat

¢ Do not set it next to or on hot appliances

¢ Do not put it in your pocket or hold in your hands for a long period of time.
Body heat will distort the temperature reading.

In this example system we have 1 T955WH on the main floor and 1 RZ251W in the Master Bedroom on the
2nd floor. During the setup process the RZ251W was named Bedroom 1. During WAKE, LEAVE and RETURN,
the program should remain on system average. When on the SLEEP time period during programming, press
NEXT ZONE until Bedroom 1 shows. During the SLEEP time period the other remotes in the house will be
ignored and the system will be controlled only by the ambient temperature of the RZ251W in the master
